This year, Latvia has undertaken the European Union Presidency
mission with a range of international initiatives. This political respon-
sibility urges to bring out the provision of stable and sustainable
economic development, based in science and technology, in the
interests of our society and the State. The initiative has reputable
roots — the foundations for academic science, with the founding of
Courland’s Society for Literature and Art 200 years ago in Jelgava's
ACADEMIA PETRINA, the then higher education institution, since the
early 19* century has made it possible to keep building Latvian sci-
ence. This persistent and collaborative work has united scientists of
the Baltic countries, Scandinavia, Russia and other European states.
To remind to everyone of the tradition-rich history of science and
to build a platform for the development of the scientific potential,
in this year of light and light technologies the Latvian Academy of
Sciences launches the programme ACADEMIA - 200 and calls for in-
creased attention to science as an instrument of economic progress.

The history of Baltic conferences on intellectual cooperation
originated 80 years ago in Vytautas Magnus University in Kaunas.
After World War Il and the break caused by Soviet occupation, the
initiative revived again in 1999 in Riga. Yet, as we look back over 25
years, we may recall the courageous first steps of presidents of Es-
tonian, Latvian and Lithuanian academies of sciences who with the
support of Swedish research leaders and diplomats, metinTallinnin
1990. After contacts were established, the desire of leaders and top
scientists of the Academies of Sciences of all three Baltic States and
also Nordic partners to hold regular meetings and joint conferenc-
es gradually has grown into the Baltic Conferences on Intellectual
Cooperation. Early on, the issues of Baltic economic and scientific
cooperation, celebrating the achievements of intellectual excel-
lence, as well as sharing the common spiritual and cultural values
determined the conference highlights. This Conference of 2015,
organized by the Latvian Academy of Sciences, is devoted to the
role of academies of sciences in research and innovation policies.
Among the participants are the presidents of the academies of the
three Baltic states, as well as science administrators and prominent
researchers from Germany, Poland, Norway, Finland and Slovakia.

We are particularly proud that the 14 Baltic Conference on Intel-
lectual Cooperation in Riga will get the limelight owing to the pres-
ence of Bérbel Friedrich, Vice President of the German Academy of
Sciences “Leopoldina’, @ivind Andersen, Secretary General of the
Norwegian Academy of Sciences, Maciej Janowski, representative
of the Polish Academy of Sciences, and Dusan Galik from Slovakia,
representative of the “Visegrad Four” — Academies of Sciences of
Hungary, Poland, Slovakia and the Czech Republic.

The most distinguished academicians from all the member states
of the Conference will devote their reports to the successful coordi-
nation of science research and international funding sources as well
as to the challenges and achievements in strategically important
fields of Baltic and global perspective. Three researchers of academic
excellence in the Baltic States — the jurisprudence scholar Peeter Jar-
velaid from Estonia, historian Zenonas Norkus from Lithuania and
our literature researcher and academician Benedikts Kalnacs — will
be awarded silver medals for remarkable achievement in research
and success in internationally coordinated scientific cooperation
projects. The medals are work of the artist Janis Strupulis.

The programme of the second day of the conference on 21 April
is devoted to lectures in Jelgava’'s ACADEMIA PETRINA, now Gederts
Eliass Jelgava History and Art Museum building, where a memorial
will be unveiled to mark the bicentenary of Courland’s Society of Lit-
erature and Art. In honour of this event, which marked the beginning
of academic science, Latvijas Pasts (Latvian Mail) has issued a com-
memorative stamp, designed by the artist Elita Viliama. Its launch
ceremony and the first day of stamping will spotlight the conclusion
of the 14™ Baltic Conference on Intellectual Cooperation.

Medal of the Baltic academies
of sciences

According to its Statute, the Medal of the Baltic Academies
of Sciences is awarded for contribution to promoting scientific
cooperation of the Baltic States and for achievements in scien-
ce. Since 1999, the awarding ceremonies of this special inter-
national award of the Baltic academies of sciences have taken
place seven times and 26 medals have been awarded (as of
01.04.2015). The wording on each Medal diploma is different,
but one feature they all have in common is the great contri-
bution to enhancing cooperation among the scientists in the
Baltic region and to carrying out joint research.

The Medal laureates receive a medal and a diploma. The dip-
lomas are signed by the presidents of the academies of scien-
ces of the three Baltic States. The avers side of the medal carries
the emblems of the Latvian Academy of Sciences, the Estonian
Academy of Sciences and the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences,
while the reverse side carries a Latin text MEDALIUM ACADEMII
SCIENTIARIUM BALTICI near the outer edge of the medal. The
centre of the reverse is left blank for engraving the recipient’s
name and the year of awarding the Medal. The Medal is cast in
silver, and has a diameter of 64 mm.

The Medal has been designed by Latvian artist Janis Strupu-
lis, honorary member of the Latvian Academy of Sciences.

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The development of relations between the Baltic and Nordic
academies of sciences: a brief overview (1990 - 2015)

From 1990 onward friendly contacts have been developed
between the academies of sciences of the Baltic States and the
Nordic countries.

In order to establish a closer contact between the Acade-
mies of Sciences of the three Baltic States and the Royal Swed-
ish Academy of Sciences, a meeting was arranged on June 26—
28, 1990 in Tallinn with representatives of four academies. The
Estonian, Latvian and Lithuanian academies of sciences signed
a communiqué on cooperation between the three academies
of sciences on 28 June 1990. The Royal Swedish Academy of
Sciences played a not insignificant role in fostering this proc-
ess. It was then decided that the academies should initiate and
encourage scientific collaboration, with particular emphasis
on environmental research. As an important first step it was
decided that a joint meeting of active researchers of the four
countries should be organized at the Royal Swedish Academy
of Sciences in Stockholm. The conference with the title “Envi-
ronmental Toxicology and Health’, held in May 1991, was a very
interesting and successful meeting.

After the 1990 Tallinn meeting, the delegations of Estonian,
Latvian and Lithuanian academies of sciences started meet-
ing annually in Tallinn, Riga and Vilnius to discuss the topical
problems and issues of research cooperation. In 1996, the ge-
ography of participating academies was extended beyond the
southern part of the Baltic Sea Region, and the delegations of
the academies of sciences of the Nordic countries were invited
to attend these meetings. Over the following years the inter—
academy cooperation, particularly among the Baltic academies
of sciences, has been realized in the following forms: exchange
of information, exchange of scientific visits, joint meeting/con-
ferences and mutual consultations to represent internationally
the views and positions.

From 1991 until 1996 the Baltic-Norwegian Legal conferen-
ces were held, upon the initiative of the Norwegian Academy of
Sciences and Letters, in order to discuss the legal and constitu-
tional issues with special focus on the Baltic States, which recently
had reinstated their independence. These conferences that were
twice held in Norway (1991, 1994), once in Latvia (1992) and once
in Estonia (1996) were found to be an area where the collabora-
tion agreements with each of the Baltic academies of sciences,
signed in April 1991, were really coming into useful practice.

In the 1990s the academies of sciences around the Baltic Sea
entered into bilateral agreements aimed at enhancing mobility of
scientists and facilitating scientific networking. The Estonian Aca-
demy of Sciences, the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences and the
Latvian Academy of Sciences established close and friendly con-
tacts with a number of Nordic academies of sciences, namely The
Finnish Academy of Science and Letters, The Academy of Finland,

The Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences, The Royal Swedish Aca-
demy of Letters, History and Antiquities, the Royal Swedish Aca-
demy of Agriculture and Forestry, the Royal Swedish Academy of
Engineering Sciences and the Norwegian Academy of Science
and Letters. All or any of the Baltic academies of sciences signed
bilateral agreements on scientific cooperation with the above
academies in Sweden, Norway and Finland. The long history of
the friendly academies of sciences of the northern Europe proved
to be really valuable in sharing experiences during the academy
delegation meetings because a distinct historical background
of each academy, understandably, has had its effect upon their
main activities and missions: science policy and advice, awarding
prizes for scientific and educational achievement (international
and national), representation of country’s science internationally
(ALLEA, ESF, ICSU, UAI, IAP, etc.), publications, research support
from own foundations and source of funding (own funds created
through gifts & legacies and/or governmental funds).

Until 2000, the delegations of the three Baltic academies
of sciences met regularly and several Baltic-Nordic meetings
were held. The major topics of the first decade of these me-
etings were: scanty budgetary funding of science in the Baltic
countries, upholding of the positions of the Baltic and Nordic
academies of sciences internationally (ALLEA, ICSU, IAP, etc.),
three joint research programs of the Baltic academies of scien-
ces; the scientific justification of the Baltic energy system, es-
tablishing a Baltic academies’ webpage and databases on in-
ternationally recognized experts of the Baltic countries, joint
publishing (Revue Baltique, others).

It was in 1998 that during the Tallinn meeting the partners
agreed to broaden the discussions, to step beyond the internal
matters of the academies of sciences, and a couple of decisi-
ve decisions were made. It was then decided to hold the next
meeting of the Baltic Academies of Sciences in conjunction
with a scientific conference to be organized in Riga in 1999.
Besides, the presidents of the three Baltic academies agreed to
establish a joint Medal of the Baltic Academies of Sciences to
be awarded in recognition of distinguished contribution to the
advancement of collaboration among scientists of the Baltic
countries and for performing joint research.

In 1999, the 7th Baltic Conference on Intellectual Coope-
ration was held in Riga and since then a different pattern of
academy meetings was introduced. This conference continued
the pre-war (1935-1940) series of biennial conferences, bring-
ing together intellectuals from the Baltic Sea region to discuss
common issues. The Conference of 1999 saw the participation
of representatives of the Baltic States, Finland, Sweden and
Norway. The tradition of holding the Baltic Conferences on
Intellectual Cooperation appears to be a heritage left by the

.

International Institute on Intellectual Cooperation (replaced
by UNESCO) set up the League of Nations. Nowadays the acad-
emies of sciences have become the main attraction point in
organizing these events. Since 1999 the Baltic Conferences on
Intellectual Cooperation have been organised by the Estonian
Academy of Sciences, the Latvian Academy of Sciences, the
Lithuanian Academy of Sciences and the Finnish Academy of
Science and Letters.

The Conference themes have sought to address the fol-
lowing issues:

7th BCIC (Riga, 1999) - the history and future prospects of
mutual cooperation of the Baltic States with particular focus on
the protection of intellectual values and science;

8th BCIC (Tallinn, June 2001) - the historical experience of
the Baltic States, research strategies in small countries, and the
humanities during the past decade;

9th BCIC (Vilnius, June 2003) - ,Globalization, Europe and
National Identity’, with considerable attention paid to science
and culture of small countries;

10th BCIC (Helsinki, 2005) -, The Baltic: Past, Present and Fu-
ture”. History and politics, the Baltic Sea as a body of water, and
scientific collaboration around the Baltic Sea;

11th BCIC (Riga, October 2007) - ,National Development
Strategies of the Baltic States”;

12th BCIC (Vilnius, November 2010) - ,Science and Society”;

13th BCIC (Tallinn, January 2013) - ,European Research Area
and Small Countries”.

The Courland (Kurzeme) Society for Literature and Art (1815-1939) -
the first point of reference for the later Latvian Academy of Sciences

Janis Stradins

The numerals representing six years are embroidered on the
standard of the Latvian Academy of Sciences, years which mark
important moments in the history of the Academy of Sciences
and characterize a certain succession: 1815, 1869, 1932, 1936,
1946, and 1992.The first of the years is 1815, the year in which the
Courland (Kurzeme) Society for Literature and Art was founded.

The Courland Society for Literature and Art (Kurldndische
Gesellschaft fir Literatur und Kunst, KypnaHockoe Obwecmgo ito-
6umerneli ciosecHocmu u xydoxecms) was born in 1815, it was a
construct of the enlightenment, which emerged soon after the
French Revolution and the Napoleonic Wars at the time when,
in the climate of the liberal reforms of Czar Alexander |, serfdom
was abolished in the three Baltic “German” provinces:1817 in
Kurzeme (Courland) province, 1819 in Vidzeme (Livland) provin-
ce and even earlier in the province of Estonia (Estland).

The founders of the society, on 23 November 1815, were
eight well-known public figures of Mitau (Courland) - 6 libe-
ral members of nobility and functionaries of the province (incl.
Ulrich von Schlippenbach, Alexander Medem, Georg von Fol-
kersahm), the history professor of the Mitau Gymnasium lllustre
and freemason Karl Wilhelm Cruse (1765-1834) and the well-
known historian, former archivist of the last duke of Courland
and founder of the Mitau museum Johann Friedrich von Recke
(1764-1846). Their aim was to form a local forum for exchange
of views on topical scientific and social problems, to build a bri-
dge between East and West (between Russia and Germany) and
to create an intellectual link among the three Baltic provinces,
first of all for the native German-speaking Literaten, though not
forgetting the inhabitants of Latvian descent, who were to be
soon released from the yoke of serfdom. An outline of the future
perspectives for the free Latvians and Estonians was discussed.

Courland was incorporated as a province in the Russian
Empire comparatively late (1795), considerably later than Liv-
land, and intellectually it was much closer to the West and to
Germany, especially the Kingdom of Prussia. Memories of the
Duchy of Courland and its cultural and educational centre, the
Academia Petrina, which had functioned here 1775, and its ye-
ars of glory were still alive and bright. Formally, for 109 days in
the beginning of the year 1801, University of Mitau was in exis-
tence (only the assassination of Czar Paul | and coronation of
Alexander | transferred the university for the Baltic provinces to
Dorpat - Tartu). The representatives of Courland were offended
by the fact that the University had been founded in Dorpat, not
in Mitau (Jelgava), and they presumed to have compensated

for this by founding the new Society. After General-governor
Philip Paulucci had validated the statutes of the Society in 1816,
the founders held the first constituent session and elected 127
more members representing all three provinces, other towns of
the Russian Empire and foreign countries, regarding the Society
as a sort of complement of Dorpat University. The new Socie-
ty was created after the example of the scientific societies of
the German and Italian ministates, which operated under the
protectorate of a ruler or high—standing person (in the opening
speech by K. W. Cruse, made mention of even the Royal Society
of London). On that score, election of the last duchess of Cour-
land Dorothea Biron to the status of the first honorary member
of the CSLA was significant; 1000 silver thalers were donated
by her for the Society on condition that it had to be located in
Courland - this means that there had been a possibility of its
transfer to Dorpat or Riga.

The Society tried to attract as wide circle of prominent per-
sons as possible by electing as its members people of a broad
range of intellectual interests, such as scientists, artists and wri-
ters, as well as pastors and public servants from all of the Baltic
provinces - Riga, Dorpat and Estonia included.

In a scientific sense, the most creative and productive was
the first decade of the Society’s existence during the reign of
Alexander |, but no longer during that of Nikolai I. Although the
Society kept on functioning up until the repatriation of the Baltic
Germans in 1939 and experiencing both ups and downs, in later
years it gradually turned its attention to local history studies, as
well as to studies of historic and artistic assets of Courland, and
became the main support for the formation of the Courland Pro-
vince Museum (founded by J. F. von Recke in 1818). In essence
the Society became a group of friends and trustees of the Mu-
seum. Socially challenging and large-scale scientific projects are
associated mainly with the initial period of the Society.

By 1915, 1124 people, including such world—famous figures
in science as F. Gauss (mathematician), N. Karamzin (historian),
K. E. von Baer (biologist), V. Struve (astronomer), T. Grotthuss
(chemist), J. Krusenstern (world traveler), J. Engelhardt (foun-
der of the Czarskoje Selo Lyceum, Pushkin’s educator), J. Grimm
(linguist), G. Schweinfurt (explorer of Africa), F. Wiedemann
(linguist), K. Schirren (historian), L. Resa (theology professor at
the Konigsberg University, researcher of Lithuanian culture), A.
Betzenberger (linguist), A. J. Sjogren (academician of St. Peter-
sburg), H. Rose (chemist, discoverer of niobium) a.o., were elec-
ted members or honorary members of the Society.

Among the members of the Society, such Baltic scientists and
workersinthe arts as D. H. Grindel, G. Merkel, J. Ch. Brotze, A. Hupel,
K. G. Sonntag, O. Huhn, K. Schiemann, K. Watson, A. Bielenstein, K.
Grewing, G. Bergmann, |. Brennsohn should be mentioned.

The dowager duchess Dorothea, Marquis F. Paulucci, Grand
Duke Karl Friedrich of Saxe-Weimar-Eisenach and President of
the St. Petersburg Academy of Sciences S. Uvarov were among
the honorary members of the Society.

Certainly only a small group, a few tens of people, played an
active part, the others of those elected contributed to the repu-
tation and image of the Society.

The main aims of the Society, as defined in the initial statu-
tes, were:

1) to create a place for association for those wishing to beco-
me acquainted with the progress of literature and arts as well as
to become involved init;

2) for the local friends of literature and art - to facilitate their
familiarization with foreign experience in these fields, and, for
the foreigners, to help to learn what has been done in the Rus-
sian Empire;

3) to acquaint people with inventions and discoveries, useful
in the everyday life, and to resist harmful preconceptions.

Soon afterwards (28 March 1817) the first supplemented ver-
sion of the Statutes (Erste Beilage zu den Statuten), which provi-
ded a much wider interpretation of the functions of the Society,
was endorsed:

“Its aim in the fields of 1) history and literature, 2) pure science
and 3) schooling of the people is to create a place of mental base
and cohesion, a closer scientific link and a possibility of coopera-
tion among the Baltic German provinces of Russia [die de-
utsche Ostseeprovinzen Russlands — at the time, this was the title
of provinces of Courland, Livland and Estland - J.S.].

The first scientific literary aim of the Society is to make use
of the advantageous geographical position of Courland, in order
to, by means of correspondence with its members, unite the activi-
ties in the field of science and arts, and create a position for interc-
hange of knowledge, in the various provinces of Russia, especially
the Baltic German provinces, and abroad [..]. It.. assumes all care in
order to supply information not only on the cultural situation of the
German inhabitants of the Baltic provinces, but also on the Latvian
and Estonian peoples, their language, poetry, religion [..].

On the second, purely scientific plane, the Society will en-
deavor not only to collect the diffused works of science and art of
its members in the Baltic provinces as well as to join their forces for
a common goal, and amplification of activeness and impetuosity
of the motherland’s scientists; it also desires to attract a wide circle
of those interested, to broaden understanding and impetuosity in
the learned spheres, to spread and popularize important results of
science, relevant for the social life.”

Thus, “the first supplemented version of the Statutes” gave a
very general interpretation of the term“literature and art”, assig-
ning to it also science, natural sciences included.
